Trading Cards

For your project, you must design a set of TWENTY trading cards based on the characters, setting, and plot of the book.    
Character Cards (At Least Five)-  On the front of the card, neatly draw the character in pencil, then color the drawing in.  The characters name should be written neatly above their picture.  On the back, write a DETAILED description of the character in complete sentences.  You should describe what they look like, as well as what their personality and behavior is like.  
Setting Cards (At Least Five)-  On the front of the card, neatly draw a location where the characters in the story spent time, then color the drawing in.  The name of the place should be written neatly above the picture.  On the back, write a DETAILED description of the location in complete sentences.  You should describe what it looked like, and what important events happened there.

Plot Cards (At Least Five)- The plot is the action of the story.  Your plot cards should depict important events that took place.  On the front, neatly draw and color in the scene.  Write a title above the scene pictured.  On the back, write a detailed description of what happened in the scene and why it was important.  

Flexible Five-  Create five more cards.  You may choose to make additional character, setting, or plot cards so that your complete set contains at least twenty.
